MAGNETIC RESONANCE IMAGING

In August, 2002 the MRI certificate program was reformatted to a 6 month full-time curriculum. The MRI program is a post-graduate cur-
riculum for the two-year credentialed radiographer. Upon completion of the program, the technologist is prepared to challenge the ARRT
advanced registry in magnetic resonance imaging. Didactic courses are taught on-line with various clinical sites being utilized. All didac-
tic material meets the ARRT Content Specifications and covers patient care and MRI safety, imaging procedures, data acquisition and proc-
essing, physical principles of image formation and cross-sectional anatomy. The clinical component totals 495 contact hours.
This program prepares students in the use of high magnetic fields and radio frequencies to obtain cross-sectional anatomical images of the
human body. The Greenville Technical College MRI program is one of only four programs to be recognized by the Joint Review Commit-
tee on Education in Radiologic Technology (JRCERT). Congratulations to the February, 2003 graduates:

DIAGNOSTIC MEDICAL SONOGRAPHY

Diagnostic Medical Sonography is a 14-month diploma program for students who have completed a two-year allied health program and
hold a recognized credential (registry certificate) in their health specialty. Upon completion of the program, the student will be eligible to
take the ARDMS examinations. The program sequence is 14 months with sonography classes beginning every August. Didactic courses
are taught on the main campus with clinical training at various clinical affiliates located throughout the Upstate.

Each year we are looking for ways to improve our program and better the education of our students. Last year we realized that the number
of obstetrical exams that our clinical sites are performing is gradually decreasing. In an effort to allow the students more obstetrical prac-
tice we decided to implement OB scanning labs on the Barton campus. Pregnant women in the community can call to schedule an appoint-
ment to allow the students the opportunity to practice scanning OB exams. The best part is that we do this for free! That’s right, at no
charge women come in with their family members to get another look at the baby, possibly find out what the sex is, and will leave with a
picture! Now this is not an exam that would replace a patient’s ultrasound ordered by their physician. It is for teaching purposes ONLY'!
The “patients” are required to have written permission to participate from their primary physician and should be between 16-40 weeks
pregnant. This lab has been a great success for both the community as well as the students. It allows students to practice scanning OB ultra-
sound in a controlled environment and without the pressure of time constraints. We really enjoy this service that we provide to those ex-
pecting mothers and we have seen a significant improvement with the students’ obstetrical scanning ability.

MAMMOGRAPHY

Mammography — Online In the fall of 2002, the Mammography Program changed to a one-semester, part-time program and implemented
several changes in the curriculum. Changes included: (1) decreased total credit hours from 10 to 8; (2) all didactic courses offered online;
(3) didactic courses changed to 1 credit hour each and were offered during 4 week blocks online; and (4) all courses offered during both the
Fall and the Spring Semesters.

With the change to a one-semester program, South Carolina residents were able to take advantage of the South Carolina Education Lottery
to help with the cost of earning their certificate in mammography. The online courses eliminated their need to travel to Greenville to take
the courses. The short, block courses allowed technologists to take one or more short courses to meet the individual’s needs for either ini-
tial training or continuing education. Successful completion of each one-credit-hour course earned the student 16 Category A credits.
These changes increased the availability of flexible educational opportunities to technologists across the state and country. Several tech-
nologists took advantage of the on-line courses for continuing education credits to meet their initial continuing education requirements and
four completed the clinical course.
